Five variations with white R-S battery play in very elegant position - white aristocrat with only 15 pieces and excellent flight giving key. The repetitions of the moves 4.Rc3 Qc3# are weakness, but it seems to me that are impossible to avoid them. 1.Rc8!! (2.Ne5+ Ke3 3.N:g4+ R:g4 4.Rc3+ Q:c3#) - 1…h5 2.Nb2+ Ke3 3.Qg5+ R:g5 4.Rc3+ Q:c3#, 1…Qg8 2.Nd6+ Ke3 3.Qb3+ Q:b3 4.Rc3+ Q:c3#, 1…Qh7 2.Na3+ Ke3 3.Nc2+ Q:c2 4.Q:e2+ Q:e2#, 1…Ng6(Ne6) 2.Nd2+ Ke3 3.Bf4+ N:f4 4.Ng2+ N:g2#.
